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AUSTRALIAN PASSPORTS: APPLYING FOR A CHILD PASSPORT  
 

It normally takes minimum six weeks to receive a 
child’s passport. Priority processing is not 
applicable for applications lodged in Bangladesh. 

 

What do I need? 

• Completed passport application form 
• Guarantor must endorse the application form 

(section 11) and one of your photographs 
• Both parents’ consent with signatures 

witnessed by the guarantor, a friend or 
colleague 

• Two (2) passport sized photographs that were 
taken within the last six (6) months 
 

Required documents: Originals must be 
presented 

• Birth Certificate (foreign birth certificates must 
be translated into English by a Notary Public) 

• Citizenship certificate 
• Both parents’ current passports 
• Proof of your current residential address 

 

NOTE: if the parents are either in Australia or 
overseas: 

Note: if the parents are either in Australia or 
overseas: 

• Visit the nearest Australian Diplomatic Mission/ 
Australian passport office/Australia post office 
to collect and complete the PARENTAL 
CONSENT section of the passport application 
form.  

• Complete sections 12, 13 – A, B, C, 14 – A, B, C 
and the relevant signature part on section 15 

• Sign and have your signature witnessed by 
friend/colleague/someone who knows you 

• Have a copy of your Australian passport 
certified by officers from Justice of Peace

appointment to lodge your passport application 
with us.

Fees are payable in Bangladesh Taka.  

Cash transactions, American Express and Dutch 
Bangla Bank cards are not acceptable.  
You can pay using a Visa or Master credit/debit 
card

As of 01 July 2018, we will not accept photos with 
glasses. Photograph should be on light grey 
background that contrasts with the face and on 
gloss paper.
